COURSE CONTENT

As part of the course, students are taught the basic concepts of contract law,
general terms and conditions and the distinction of traditional contracts with new digital
forms of contracts and distance transactions. They are also taught the manner, form and
legal effects of contracts in sales, service and distance contracts. Next, there is an
analysis of the regulations of e-commerce and the reference to the legislation, European
and Greek, for consumer protection. The ultimate goal is to understand to students how
electronic business transactions are regulated and the definition of transaction and
payment terms for consumer protection. It also analyzes consumer behavior and their
interaction with businesses for the development and increase of e-commerce and new
forms of transactions. Among others, the concept of commercial communication, the
country of origin principle and the concept of unsolicited commercial communication
are presented. In addition, there will be a deepening of the business and technological
model of e-business, the objectives of the electronic platform, the benefits of e-business,
the operation of the electronic document, the electronic invoice, the electronic
signature and of course the protection of data and the security of transactions.

COURSE CONTENT

As part of the course, students are taught issues of competition law, free and unfair. In
particular, it analyses the rules of unfair and free competition (i.e. the basic rules under which
equal conditions of market access must be respected, which achieve the avoidance of restrictive
practices, foreclosure and distortion of competition), with emphasis on the prohibition of abuse
of a dominant position in the market, the conditions for mergers and agreements between
undertakings, but also unfair commercial practices and competitive acts. A significant part of
the course covers the law of advertising and the analysis of types and forms of advertising
(comparative, indirect, misleading, etc.). Furthermore, reference is made to the impact on Greek

competition law of European legislation on unfair commercial practices, the



which has been incorporated into the Greek legal order. Finally, there is an analysis of the
benefits of competition, the assessment of competitive conditions, state actions and the impact
on the market.

COURSE CONTENT

The topics of postgraduate dissertations should emphasize the practical application
and problem solving of business law and economics governing the operation of a
business.

The dissertation is prepared during the third semester of studies for students of the
full-time program and the fifth semester of studies for students of the part-time
program. The writing of the dissertation is done using a specific template
following the standard guidelines regarding the configuration of the content and its
overall appearance (e.g. numbering, line spacing, cover structure, content format, etc.).
The length of a Master's Thesis (Master's Thesis) should usually be between 15,000 and
20,000 words.

STUDENT EVALUATION

The language of instruction and preparation of
The diploma thesis is Greek or English.
Postgraduate students must have been

promoted in all courses in order to be allowed

to prepare a Diploma Thesis. The dissertation is
prepared during the third semester of studies

for students of the full-time program and the
fifth semester of studies for students of the
part-time program.

Evaluation method:

In order for the dissertation to be approved, the
postgraduate student must defend it before a
three-member Examination Committee either in
person or by teleconference.

The examination takes place before the
examination committee, is public, and ends with
the grading of the dissertation on a numerical ten-
point scale. The Committee of Inquiry may ask for
interventions to be made on the

text. In this case, it also sets the deadline for
delivery of the revised copy, up to a maximum of 4
weeks.

Completion deadline:

The deadline for completion and submission of
the dissertation is November 30th. In exceptional
cases and for reasons of health or force majeure,
the C.E., after

at the request of the student concerned




and the agreement of the supervising professor,
may grant an extension or extensions of the
duration of his/her dissertation as follows: Until
the end of December (1st extension), with a
written certificate of

supervising professor, without penalty. Until the
end of March (2nd extension), with a penalty of
100 euros and a maximum grade of nine (9). Until
end of June (3rd extension), with a penalty of
150 euros and a maximum grade of eight (8).
Until the end of September (4th and last
extension), with a penalty of 200 euros and a
maximum grade of seven (7). Student who
cannot deliver his/her thesis until the fourth
(4th) extension is not entitled to the Master's
Degree (M.Sc.).
